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Unpacking the General Election
Thanks to the recent boom of new players joining NationStates, the May general election was 
particularly active, with a sizeable field of candidates seeking election to the House of Commons or 
the office of Prime Minister!

Out of fourteen candidates standing for election to Parliament,  Sinn Fein’s Klaus Mikaelson and 
Matthew Holmes were both re-elected. Independents Lucas Stewart and Jan van Dijk, as well as the 
BPU’s Johannes Maayst were also elected, marking a return to the Commons for three longtime 
citizens.

Three candidates contested the premiership, these being BlackPoseidon, Klaus Mikaelson, and Lucas 
Stewart. Out of 30 votes cast, Stewart secured 15, Mikaelson 13, and BlackPoseidon 2. Just short of 
the 50% +1 threshold, Stewart was forced into a heated runoff election 24 hours later, securing 
victory with 17 votes to Mikaelson’s 15.

Overall, this election cycle was an unforgiving one for political parties with Sinn Fein losing one seat 
and the Commons now without an organized majority. In addition, an independent was again sent 
to 10 Downing Street, though he would soon appoint a Cabinet full of Sinn Fein members. (Sinn 
Fein remains the largest party in the region.)
